AFRICA’S SUNSHINE PROVINCE!
NEW AIRPORT
A new airport is being built in the La Mercy area, 20km north of Durban 
Central, with completion expected by 2010.  The facility is aimed at 
catering for 7.5 million passengers initially with potential to be upgraded 
and expanded further. 

NEW INDOOR ARENA
The new Inkosi Albert Luthuli Complex incorporates the International 
Convention Centre (ICC), The new Durban Arena & the Durban 
Exhibition Centre.  Its new state-of-the art R460-million indoor arena can 
accommodate audiences of up to 10 000, and has already hosted 
international concerts including UB40.

NEW STADIUM
Preparations in Durban are well underway for the 2010 FIFA World Cup 
including a new Stadium called the Moses Mabhida Stadium.  This 
70,000 seater multi-functional stadium will be centrally located within 
Kings Park Sporting Precinct and is expected to be completed in June 
2009. 
 
NEW TRANSPORT
A number of transport upgrades, including a new inner city transport 
system, pedestrian routes and cycle routes are planned in the run up to 
2010.  Emphasis is also being placed on re-designing and upgrading 
major roads and intersections within the city.
