
      

Situated west of the Kruger National Park in South Africa's Limpopo Province, Little Garonga is the 
brand new Safari Camp that opened in the Makalali Game Reserve in December 2007.  

With just 3 luxury suites linked by pathways, Little Garonga was designed with exclusive use in mind, 
but can also be booked in part. 

The Hambleden Suite, which was the only exclusive Suite of the main Garonga Tented Safari camp, 
now forms the heart of Little Garonga – but now doubles up as a family suite with a separate 
Kiddies Room as well.  The Hambleden Suite still has its very own swimming pool. 

Pathways now lead the way from The Hambleden Suite to two fabulous new suites, namely The 
Buckingham and The Chiltern, meaning the camp sleeps 6 adults and two children in total.  

The main lounge/public area for the camp consists of an outdoor lounge, fully air-conditioned 
indoor lounge with its own fireplace and ‘help yourself’ Bar, swimming pool area where meals are 
enjoyed around the fire, and a separate BBQ area.  It also has its own boma and massage sala 
offering aromatherapy and reflexology treatments so the camp operates completely separate 
from the main tented Garonga Safari Camp.  There is also a dedicated guide, vehicle, chef and 
host ensuring that personal touch for which Garonga is renowned. 

Having two camps, however, gives Garonga the flexibility to be able to offer its guests the option of 
occasionally meeting up for dinners in the boma if they want to.  Both camps also benefit from 
being able to use the gorgeous new Outdoor Bush Bath under the stars, located nearby, as well as 
the sleep-out deck in the bush under the stars. 

Whilst offering viewing of big game such as lion, elephant and rhino on guided game drives, 
Garonga promises a more intimate wildlife encounter through wilderness walks, tracking and sleep-
out excursions.  Garonga’s holistic philosophy is to offer a ‘safari for the soul’, an unhurried and 
intimate wildlife encounter – a time to relax, reflect and find inspiration in nature.

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FAST FACTS ABOUT LITTLE GARONGA 2008 …           

LOCATION:
• Located within the Greater Makalali Game Reserve in the Limpopo Province, a short 

distance away from the main Garonga Safari Camp. 
• West of the Kruger National Park.  
• A 5-6 hour scenic drive from Johannesburg.

ACCESS
• Scheduled flights to either Hoedspruit or Phalaborwa airports.    Little Garonga will arrange 

road transfer from either airport.
• Kruger-Mpumalanga International Airport (MQP) is a 3-hour drive from Little Garonga or 

alternatively Chilli Pepper Charters offers charter flights direct to Garonga’s private airstrip. 
• Check in is 14h00 and check out is 11h00.  Guests must arrive before the Conservancy gates 

close at 17h00 May – Aug or 17h30 Sept - April with no exceptions.

ACCOMMODATION:
• 3 luxurious suites namely 

 The Hambleden Suite (which has an adjoining family room),
 The Buckingham Suite (ideal for honeymooners)
 Chiltern Suite.

• Little Garonga can accommodate a maximum of 6 adults and 2 children.  
• Each suite has a private viewing deck with Hammock and indoor and outdoor shower.  
• The camp does have a low strand electric fence.  

SERVICE:
• Little Garonga has its own host, chef and guide for dedicated service. 
• Friendly unobtrusive staff
• Healthy fresh cuisine

GAME VIEWING:
• ‘Big Four’ – i.e. elephant, leopard, rhino and lion.  No Buffalo.  
• Great ratio of only 1 game vehicle per 2000 hectares.
• Focus on nature and smaller game too.

ACTIVITIES:
• Relaxation
• Bush Bath under the stars 
• ‘Sleep out’ on the deck in a tree in the bush 
• Bush Spa massages and treatments 
• Picnics

MALARIA:
• Low risk malaria area.  Guests are advised to take precautions.

USP’s:
• Perfect for Honeymooners due to the intimate nature (honeymoon package).  
• Perfect for romantic, intimate weddings (wedding package)
• A great destination all year round.  Winter highs of 25 degrees with cool evenings.

RATES:
• Rates are quoted per suite, which sleeps a maximum of 2 adults – not per person.
• Rates include all meals, accommodation, all game drives, bush walks, bush baths and 

picnics.  Rates also include all soft drinks, house wines, local beers and local spirits.
• Fantastic winter rates from May – August.
• The gate entry fee of R75 is excluded

CHILDREN:
• Children aged 6 – 15 years are welcome at Little Garonga, and the Hambleden Suite has a 

specially adapted adjoining kiddies room with twin beds to accommodate a maximum of 2 



children sharing with 2 adults.  Regrettably children under the age of 6 cannot be 
accommodated at Little Garonga. Rates vary from R1500 per child to R1850, depending on 
the time of year.
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
